Description:

Prepare resources

Instructor:

Determines learning objectives for the
task(s)
Prepare resources for students to complete
prior to class (reading(s), video viewing,
etc..).

Provide resources/task

Instructor - Share resources/task with students
(online or otherwise)

...
Complete out of class

task

Students (generally individually) -

Complete the assigned task(s) and post
answers to an online system (if applicable).
Read/view resources and prepare to
activate what they have learned in class.

...
Prepare in class

activity

Instructor - Design and prepares in-class activity
that allow students to apply and practice the
content of the pre-class task (Application and/or
practice).

...
Provide in class

activity

Instructor - Distribute in-class activity that will build
on students pre-class work.

...
Engage in an

activity

Students - Participate in the class activity.

Goal is to deepen student understanding of the
content through practice. This can be in group or
individual depending on the nature of the activity.

...

With flipped classroom students’ initial contact with the material is shifted out of class to allow for more in class time to be dedicated to active-learning
activities that engage students with the content.
