Wednesday

problem set, using a lightboard
Ask TAs to Video record the lesson and
post the videos to an unlisted YouTube
Channel for students to view...

Post
Videos

Friday

Create videos and post their video to the unlisted
YouTube Channel.

Note: This video is not graded, but rather a
participation mark is awarded for completion (2
percent of the final grade)....
