Description:

In this single-class activity, students work on problems related to material just presented or review material in order to draw their attention to the class.
Students will be tested for their knowledge and understanding of the course concepts or facts. See a full description here.
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Introduce Activity @

At several points during the lecture

« Announce that the class will do a "Talk to
Your Neighbour" activity

Pose a question which can either be
embedded in the lecture slides or
spontaneous if needed; in the latter case,
write the question on the board so that it is
clear

Note: This question is intended to be challenging
(students will not be able to solve the question
easily) and sometimes to do with "real life". The
types of question used are as follows:

Predict a phenomenon or trend based on
what was just explained in class

Recall previous knowledge from the lecture
or from a different class

Solve a problem
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Answer Questions or e
Solve Problems

« Group with students who are around them

« Answer the question or solve the problem

« Decide who will be the speaker for the
following class discussion
