The students then sort the statements into four
groups based on what they think reflect sociologi-  * z ?
cal perspectives.

Instructor monitors the group work by visiting
each of the groups and affirms group choices, or
asks guiding questions to facilitate the activity.

Each group is told to assign a name and abstract
representation (ex. alogo) for each category

One representative from each group is told to
write on the smart board /poster board the way
in which they chose to categorize the sentences

The instructor stops the activity and moves to the next phase
of class-wide discussion on the topic

The instructor asks pointed questions to facili-

tate a presentation of students in the groups of

each of the four perspectives. Starting from the

names students created the instructor then uses ®
these presentations to move into presenting the "EI
theory. A group which has identified one of the

categories is asked to summarize their group find-
ings relating to that perspective.

Instructor presents the 4 theoretical perspectives
(making references to the language chosen by the
groups in their discussion). Repeat this iteration
for each of the 4 theoretical perspectives

As a class, they have a conversation regarding
@ similarities, points of tension, and ambiguities
found during categorization and theorizing

Instructor facilitates a discussion of the four perspectives
applied to one example.

Students apply the theory to the given example
@ as a class by identifying how the case fits can be
parsed into the 4 perspectives

Instructors encourage to take note of and creatively inte-
grate the names and abstract representations created by the
students. They then take a photo of the students work and
sends it to the class
