The Instructor reviews homophones, asking questions about
the students previous knowledge and noting the most dif-
ficult ones. Then they introduce the activity, giving each
group of 2-3 students a homophone to work on and shows
them past examples of creative projects.

Students begin work on the assignment, looking
at the grammatical category of the homophone
and using it in a sentence.

In their groups, students brainstorm to find a
creative trick to explain how their homophone is
used and how to anticipate common mistakes.

Each group gives a 2-3 minute presentation on
their talent/trick to the group online in a video
conference (ex. a video, a skit, a song...).

Each group gives the teacher a small quiz for all
the students to take to see if they understood.
The instructor puts out a poll after the presenta-
tion was finish.

The instructor sends out another poll to ask the
students to provide feedback on the activity

As a class, they have a discussion to go over the
material in the presentation, going over the more
difficult homophones to fill in the holes in the
presentations

The students answer questions on homophones in
their workbooks

Students write a small response about what thy
retained or learned from the activity and what
homophone was difficult.
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
