Students write a text of 250 words containing 20
different verbs, 10 different adjectives (which are
both identified using highlighting /underlining).

Students use the autocorrection guide to identify
verbs in the present, adjectives, and the accor-
dance with the subject of the sentence.

The instructor collects the text and the autocor-
rection guide and assigns a grade (5 percent for
each part)

Students correct their mistakes at home and con-
tinue working to improve the text. They are able
