The instructor prepares a list of three general psychological
concepts (ex. fear). and pairs two schools of thought (behav-
iorist, structuralist, neuroscience, functionalist, psychoana-
lyst, humanistic) with each of the three concepts.

The instructor splits the class into 6 teams. Each two team
is given the same general theme/concept to research. Each
team is to prepare their research from the perspective of one
of the 6 schools of thought.

In groups of two, students research their concept
from the perspective they were given. They write
down their findings and will use this to explain
the how their school of thought approaches their
topic to their counterparts.

Each group of two then debates with the group
that shares the same concept (but has a differ-
ent school of thought), trying to come up with
different arguments and rebuttals.

At the end of the debate the groups try to come
up with a solution or an answer to which school
of thought/perspective makes the most sense to
them.

A representative from each of the double teams
volunteers to present their conclusions to the
class

As a class, students discuss their findings in order
to ascertain the goals of each of the 6 perspectives

The instructor collects the written component
complete by each team of two students.

At home, as a double team, the students synthe-
size their debate and outline their consensus and
each individual student completes a reflection
assignment and submits it to the instructor.
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
