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« With the help of a TA, answer questions
and clear misconceptions that are raised
within each group
* Give the correct answers, explain them,
and respond to questions from students
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* Continue to work through the remaining
(not discussed in class) questions

* Ask questions and clear misconceptions
with the instructor regarding the questions
not discussed in class
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Provide answers to questions not discussed in
class due to time constraints.
