PEER REVIEW INSTRUCTIONS

1. Download all the essays from your team channel and PRINT THEM.
2. Make your annotations on your printed copies. These annotations must be done BEFORE you come to the workshop session.
3. You will give your annotated copies to the author of the essay at the end of the workshop.
STEP ONE
Read the essays carefully without making any notes.
STEP TWO
Read the essay again. This time, as you read, annotate the essay with the following: 
1. Draw stars around the thesis. 
2. Put a square around the titles of the texts and the names of the authors in the introduction. 
3. Highlight any passage that you had to read more than once to understand what the writer is saying. 
4. Strikethrough (like this) any word that denotes uncertainty (it seems, I think, it would appear, in my opinion, etc.) 
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Underline any mention of a literary device or technique (or a word that is discussed at length).
Using this feedback: The point of these annotations is to help people find what is missing or unclear in their essay, or to remove unnecessary repetitions.
STEP THREE
Write down the answers to these questions on the BACK of the last page for each essay:
1. Complete this sentence in your own words: this essay is arguing that…. Do not copy the thesis. Say what you understood from the essay.
2. Which piece of evidence is the strongest? Which piece is the weakest? Why? 
3. Which part of the argument would benefit from additional work? What is your suggestion for reworking this explanation (do not rephrase it; just point out what is missing or what is unclear).
4. Identify one element of the essay that is strong (this could be organization, style, argument, use of quotation, etc.). Why makes this strong?
Using this feedback: your answer to these questions will be discussed during the workshop. Take careful notes when people are speaking!
